OThe sunscreen you dutifully put on before a dive akshmay prevent sunburn, but its chemicals are killing
coral reefs worldwideA study in the journal Environmental Health Perspectivatestthat four common 3u
screen ingredients can awaken viruses ialgae called Zooxanthellae that lives inside-tmefding coral sp-
cies. The chemicals cause the viruses to replicate until theirtadgeseexplode, spilling viruses into the-su
roundng seawater, where they can infect neighboring coral comtiesirzooxanthellaprovides coral with

food energy through photosynthesis and contributes to corals' vibrant color. Without it, the coral bleaches
white and dies.

OThe study's researchers loo&ethe effects of sunscreen exposure on coral samples from reefs in the Pac
Atlantic, and IndiarOceans. Seawater surrounding the coral exposed to sunsanegnesbup to 15 times

more viruses thannexposed sampleResearchers found that even ll@wvels of sunscreen, at or below the
typical amount used by swimmers, could\zate the algagiruses and completely bleach coral in just four
days. They estimate that 4,000 to 6,000 metric tons of sunscreen wash off swsnoreders and diversa
nudly in oceans worldwide, and that up to 10 percent of coral reefs are threatened by sunscreen
inducedbleaching.

OSeveral brands of popular sunscreens were tested and all had four ingredients in common: paraben cin
benzophenone, andcamphor derigtive. Banning sunscreen isn't necessary. To reduce their impact on core
divers and snorkelers can use sunscreathstitanium dioxide and zinc oxide, which reflenstead of absorb
ultraviolet radiation.

Mew scie
tists have uncovereadues to how the fish build their bling. Somehow filierathe growth of the light

reflecting crystals layered in their skin's cellulaaitrix, bestowng superior shine. The fimgs hint at a way to
create supereflective crystals in the lab for use in products tkemetics and paints.

OOwe were amazed,O says AvitatlLievya materials scientist at the Weizmann Institute of Science io-Reh
vot, Israel. OTherystals' growth is aopletely opposite than what we expected.O

OTo investigate, Lewyior and her colleagues extracted guanine crystals from the skin of #medagkoi fish
and redeye tetra arahalyzed them with Xay diffraction and an ele@n microscope. The researchers then
compared the fisimade crystals to crystaigown in the lab. While similar in shape, the fislade crystals

were much thinner and smoother than thegadwn guanine, whichppeared chunky and stepped. Even more
surprsing, the fish seem to be limiting the growth of their crystals initleetibn thausually grows the fastest,
the researchers report in the current issu@rgétal Growth & DesignThis inhibition likely emhances

their reflectivity, says LewyLior.

OTle mechanism by which the fish limit their crystals' growth isn't clear. Living creatures useatiéyanystals
in enclosecchambers. Since completely dry conditions are required for the growtlarohgierystals in the

lab, it's likely that the fish atssequester their guanine in a dry compartment, ensuring super shimmery skin
when wet.O

OMaryland Artificial Reef Initiative volurées have their
eyes on the eRadford a vessel mothballed at Aker
Philadelphia Shipyardlheir colleagues in New Jersey
and Delaware do, too.
